Summer Reading Book Report Alternatives 

All written materials must be typed. Exceptions to this may come up with the more artistic projects.  In essence, what I am looking for is effort.  Only extra effort will earn you an ‘A’ on these projects; I expect high caliber work from you.  Show that you care about your grade and work extra hard on these assignments.

Summer Reading to Do List: 

1. Complete the guided book summary sheet for each text you read. 

2. Complete one of the listed projects below for each work you choose (not The Power of Half). 
You may do the same project for each or may do different projects to best suit the novel. 
3. A script for the Evening News either radio or television about an incident from the book. (Examples: the outcome of the final battle between Voldermort and Harry Potter; Scrooge’s transformation in A Christmas Carol) - (At least 2 pages double spaced.)

4. Record an interview with a character, with you as interviewer or with someone else as interviewer. (Examples: you interview Edward Cullen in Twilight; Ryan Seacrest interviews Katniss Everdean from The Hunger Games). You must turn in a recording of the interview along with a written copy of the script. You may play both parts or you may utilize the aid of a partner (or a sibling/parent/friend).
5. Write a scene or a dialogue that could have happened in the book you read but didn’t.  After you have written the scene, explain how it could have changed the outcome of the book (At least 2 pages double spaced.)
6. Complete a series of five drawings that show five of the major events in the plot of the book you read. You must illustrate the entire novel from beginning to end so choose your 5 drawings carefully to show the full scope of the plot. The drawings must be colorful and detailed! Then, write extensive captions for each drawing so that someone who did not read the book can understand the illustrations.

7. Retell the plot of the book you read as it might appear in a third-grade reading book.  Be sure that the vocabulary you use is appropriate for that age group.  Turn this retelling into a children’s picture book complete with illustrations, a cover, a back cover with a synopsis, etc.
8. Complete the final series of statements listed below. (Be sure that they are typed and well thought-out.)
