Othello: A Picture is Worth A Thousand Words
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Objective: In small groups of about 5-6 students, you are to create a photo series to depict the storyline of Othello, as inspired by the Annie Leibovitz “Romeo and Juliet” spread from Vanity Fair magazine. It will be your job to choose 6 or 7 scenes in order to portray the entire plot of the play from beginning to end. It will be up to your group to accurately depict the characters and the scene through costume, makeup, setting, etc. Ideally, your characters will maintain continuity through the entire photo series; however, students can play more than one role if need be. Photographs will need to be printed and titled, as real pieces of art. The photograph needs to encapsulate the consideration of the following elements: content, framing, composition, depth of field, lighting, texture, and vantage point. If possible, it would be ideal for photos to be retouched and printed in the best quality possible.
