Requirements:

· You will need 6 tracks on your compilation
· Along with your composition (see point 3) you will need to print out the lyrics of each song 
(formatted in a word processing program please, not simply printed off the web complete with advertisements and other such distracting junk!) 

· A composition to accompany each track explaining: why the song was chosen (relate to both the lyrics AND the music) and the direct references and correlations between the song and the text of The Hunger Games (about 1 page double spaced). 

· You need to turn in an ACTUAL CD with all of the tracks included, design a CD cover and a back cover including a table of contents with the songs listed.
